1. The Bidder’s bid for the Tender is hereby submitted. The bid is submitted in accordance with the Tender’s terms, and the Bidder, by its actual submission, accepts all the Tender’s terms (including the terms of the bidders’ meeting protocol). 
2. This bid is submitted [delete whatever is inapplicable]:
2.1 By a single corporation;
2.2 As a joint enterprise, and the two single Bidders will commit jointly and severally to the ISBB.
3. We have thoroughly studied the Tender, including all its appendices, we have understood all its sections and terms and have received clarifications regarding all issues in doubt. The bidder assumes the risk involved in incorrect interpretation by it of the terms of the Tender.   
4. The Bidder agrees to all the Tender’s terms and appendices, and the Bidder undertakes to fulfill all the requirements of the Tender and the agreement following, if it wins the Tender. Among these, if the Bidder wins the Tender, it undertakes to: 
4.1 Supply the system to the ISBB, install it and maintain it, according to the Tender’s requirements.
4.2 Supply the ISBB with a system as defined in the Tender, and as detailed in Parts B’ and C’ of the Tender;
4.3 Supply the ISBB with a system that corresponds to its bid;
4.4 Maintain the system after the ISBB receives it;
4.5 Develop the system according to the ISBB’s requirements;
4.6 Provide auxiliary services, as far as were detailed in its bid, and according to the details in the bid, if the ISBB chooses to receive these services from it.
5. The Bidder agrees that in any case, the system’s specifications as defined in the Tender are the ones the parties will be committed to in the contractual engagement between them; even if the bid, as it was submitted, does not provide for one specification or another that was defined in the Tender. 
6. All the documents required by the Tender are hereby submitted, as follows, each one in a separate divider, numbered according to the sub-section number of this bid [in case of a joint enterprise, each divider will contain the relevant documents for the two single Bidders]:

6.3.2 A licensed trader certificate in the name of the Bidder;
6.4 A third party confirmation, confirming that it received a betting platform for the internet in the field of sports betting from the Bidder, and that -
6.4.1 The system it received started operating, with full business activity,  after the third party received it and after the pilot tests, before 1.1.2010;  
6.4.2 The system it received sells sports betting in the sum of at least 30 million USD a year; 
6.4.3 The system it received has at least 25,000 active clients in the field of sports betting. 
6.5 An accountant’s confirmation according to which the Bidder’s annual financial turnover from selling software and auxiliary services in each of the three years 2007-2009 or in each of the three years 2008-2010 was at least 5 million USD.  
6.6 All the confirmations required in the area of proprietary rights, as detailed in section 15 of Part A’ of the Tender; including:
6.6.1 An advocate’s confirmation that the Bidder owns the intellectual property rights of the system, and as far as there are components in the system that the Bidder does not own the rights therein – details of those components;  
6.6.2 Third party licenses for those system components that the Bidder does not own the rights therein, and third party confirmation that it agrees to the supply of the system to the ISBB, and that it will agree to give the ISBB license as regards its products, for the whole period of the agreement between the ISBB and the Tender winner.
6.7 Details in writing of the Bidder’s experience during the past five years; including the Bidder’s client list (with details of how to contact each client) and recommendation letters.  
6.8 A list of sub-contractors the Bidder will use within the framework of the project, and details of each said sub-contractor – what its duty will be within the project, its experience, training, and every datum relevant to examining its suitability for performing the tasks the Bidder intends to assign it.

7. The Bidder hereby agrees that:
7.1 The laws of Israel, and only these laws, will apply to the Tender, the relations between the ISBB and the Bidder, and the relations between the parties to the Tender in general. 
7.2 The jurisdiction for disputes related to the Tender or the agreement that will be signed between the ISBB and the Bidder (if it will be signed) or deriving from them, or for any action related to the Tender or the contractual engagement or deriving from them, including after rescinding the agreement - will be of the authorized courts residing in Jerusalem, and theirs alone.

Pleading that has been delivered to the authorized representative will be pleading lawfully serviced to the Bidder. 
8. We have read all the Bidder’s declaration as were detailed in sections 14-15 of Part A’ of the Tender, and for the avoidance of doubt we are again declaring all the Bidder’s declarations that are detailed there. Without derogating from this, the Bidder hereby declares as follows:
8.1 The Bidder is the owner of at least one betting engine operating in the internet, in the field of sports betting. 
8.2 The Bidder deals with development and integration of a betting platform for the internet, in the field of sports betting.
8.3 The Bidder’s betting platform includes all that is necessary according to section 7 of Part A’ of the Tender.
8.4 The Bidder has supplied a betting platform including all that is necessary according to section 7 of Part A’ of the Tender, to a third party, and the following requirements are met in that same system: 
8.4.1 The platform has begun operating in the internet, with full business activity, after the third party received it and after the pilot tests, before 1.1.2010;  
8.4.2 The platform sells sports betting on the internet at a sum of at least 30 million dollars a year;
8.4.3 The internet site operated by the platform has at least 25,000 active clients in the field of sports betting.
8.5 The Bidder provides software maintenance and development services, in the field of betting and lotteries in general (not only sports betting), to an additional third party (which is not the third party mentioned in section 8.4). 
8.6 The Bidder provides maintenance services, for software systems it supplies to third parties, seven days a week, 24 hours a day. 
8.7 The Bidder is the owner of the proprietary rights, patent rights, copyrights and other rights embodied in its bid or connected to the system it is offering in its bid or regarding the project in general (hereafter together – the Propriety Rights), or that it has a license and permit to use the Proprietary Rights and offer its bid to the ISBB, and that there is no legal prevention at all that prevents it from submitting its bid, and entering into a contractual engagement with the ISBB according to it.   
8.8 The Bidder knows the nature and quality of the system it will be required to supply the ISBB with and the nature and quality of the service it will have to provide the ISBB with, if it wins the bid. 
8.9 The Bidder owns all the licenses, permits, authorizations and confirmations required according to any law for administering its business activity in general and performing the project in particular; it does not know of any legal prevention that prevents it from contracting in an agreement according to the Tender.
8.10 The Bidder deals and specializes in the fields relevant to performing its undertakings according to the Tender and the accompanying agreement (if it wins); and it has the expertise and the suitable manpower to perform its said undertakings.
8.11 The Bidder received all the relevant information required to submit its bid, and contract in an agreement (if it wins), and to receive and perform undertakings it will take upon itself regarding the project (if it wins the Tender); including:
8.11.1 The Bidder received all the documents, data and explanations it requested regarding the project and its performance;
8.11.2 The Bidder checked all the procedures, laws, regulations and every other requirement by the authorized authorities, which apply to the project. The said information, even if received from the ISBB, was checked by the Bidder directly, and the Bidder did not rely on any representation made by the ISBB in this context.
