For supplying an internet betting system and a website to the Israel Sports Betting Board, the installation, maintenance and future development thereof, and for the provision of auxiliary services.

And for granting the Israel Sports Betting Board an option to purchase an expansion of the acquired solution, such that the system will be compatible with the overall betting system, for both the Israel Sports Betting Board’s stations and for the internet.
1. The Israel Sports Betting Board (hereinafter: “the ISBB”) hereby announces the publication of a public tender for the supply of a sport betting system. The binding language of the tender is the wording in the Hebrew language. 
2. In the framework of the tender:

1. The ISBB will purchase an internet sport betting system and website for the ISBB, maintenance services for this system and the development thereof, for a period of seven years;

2. The ISBB may purchase additional auxiliary services from the winner of the tender;

3. The ISBB may exercise an option that shall be granted to it, to adapt the internet betting system to an overall system, for both the ISBB’s stations and the internet.

3. The tender is a tender in which the ISBB will conduct negotiations with the two bidders who remain in its final stage.

4. Timetables:

1. The ISBB will hold a bidders meeting on 16.3.2011 at 12:00 at the offices of the Israel Sports Betting Board at 12 Haodem Street, Petach Tikva. 

2. Bids must be inserted into the tender box at the offices of the ISBB at 12 Haodem Street, Petach Tikva. Bids may be submitted no later than 7.4.2011 by 12:00. The bids will be submitted in Hebrew or English only.
3. The winner of the tender must deliver Stage A of the system for acceptance tests no later than five months from the date upon which the agreement will be entered into force.

4. The winner of the tender must deliver Stage B of the system for acceptance tests no later than six months from the date upon which Stage A of the system was delivered for acceptance tests.

The ISBB, at its sole discretion, will be permitted to change any date that was set in the tender.

5. Corporation that meet all the following conditions, cumulatively, are permitted to participate in the tender:  It is the owner of at least one betting engine that operates on the internet, in the field of sports betting; The Bidder is engaged in the development and integration of an internet betting platform, in the field of sports betting; the Bidder’s betting platform includes everything required as detailed in the tender documents; the Bidder has supplied a third party with the Bidder’s betting platform, including everything required as detailed in the tender documents, and the following requirements are met in the said platform:   [1] The platform began to operate on the internet, conducting regular commercial activity, after the receipt thereof by the third party and after pilot tests, before January 1, 2010, the platform sells sports betting on the internet in the sum of at least $30 million per annum, the website operates by means of the platform has at least 25,000 active customers in the field of sports betting; the Bidder provides maintenance and software development services, in the field of betting and lotteries in general (not only sports betting), to an additional third party; the Bidder provides maintenance services for the software systems that he supplies to third parties seven days a week, 24 hours a day; in each of the three years of 2007-2009 or in each of the three years of 2008-2010, the Bidder’s annual turnover from the sale of software and auxiliary services, amounted to at least $5 million.  
The foregoing is without prejudice to the details found in the tender.
